Summary

During 2010, a consultation was carried out in\tellington region in preparation for

a second generation regional plan. The first pathe public engagement was carried
out between 1st July and 31st October, and thisrteontains the results in their

original form.

The engagement process consisted of a series &€ pudrkshops and a web survey.
Each workshop involved a number of working groups8-8 people. Each working
group followed through a facilitated discussion amminpleted a workshop template
using post-it notes. Copies of the workshop agerathal a list of facilitators working
for Greater Wellington are contained in the remmpendices. In each section of this
report, the templates are reproduced as photogfajipsaed by transcripts of the post-
it note contents.

A subsequent report in the first quarter of 2011 summarise and collate the results
further. The subsequent report will also contdie tesults of the current series of
workshops with territorial authorities and partiverorganisations.

The summary of the report provided here is basedh tiipe numerical scales that formed

the initial part of each template and that werthmweb survey. Two scales were used
by workshop participants, one for the natural resesi in the best condition and one for
the natural resources in worst condition. Indiabworkshop participants first selected

the natural resources that they wished to evalnadach category and then they scored
the state of that resource using a visual scale.this summary the assessments of
resource state have been converted to a 1-7 sudlavaraged for each workshop.

The Coastal community results include Porirua, Rkakki, Paraparaumu and Otaki.
The participants at these workshops generally iledtair as the natural resource in the
best condition, although people at Porirua alseexttandscape form highly (Figure 1).

Generally water and landscape form were commonlysidered to be the natural
resources in the worst condition (Figure 2). Sammet this also included biodiversity
and soils.

The participants at the Paekakariki workshop idedtia range of natural resources as
being in good condition. Of these, biodiversitydaair scored particularly well. The
same groups of participants scored soils and lap#storm poorly, although sometimes
biodiversity was again also scored poorly.

At the Paraparaumu workshop, participants genesalyred air as the natural resource
in the best condition. Water was scored most ddiethe natural resource in the worst
condition, although biodiversity was also givenoc@pscore.

Participants at the Porirua workshop scored larmséarm and coastal areas equally
often as the resources in the best condition. oltrast; water, coastal areas and saoils,
were all commonly selected as being resourcesam gondition.

At Otaki, the workshop participants identified as being the resource in the best
condition, and water as the resource in the waryatlition. Of concern is that all the

resources except air were identified as resourtes poor condition by some of the

participants.

When the results from all the workshops across whele Wellington region are
combined, air is quite definitely the natural res@umost often considered to be in the
best condition. The current condition of the re¢goair needs to be protected for the
future.

Across the whole region water was most commonlysiciemed to be the natural
resource in the worst condition. The state ofrdggon’s fresh water bodies needs to be
improved for the future.

The condition of the other natural resources wassidered by the workshop
participants to be ambiguous. Some people and seomkshop groups were quite
concerned by the state of the region’s biodiverdandscape form, coastal areas and
soils. Others were less so.

The next report on this stage of the public engaagens due in 2011. It will explore
more fully some of the suggestions from the workshon how Greater Wellington
Regional Council could improve the condition ofurat resources in the region.
