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New bus services for Hutt Valley
8 July 2003

A new Stokes Valley bus route will begin on 21 July, before wider
changes to the Hutt Valley bus network are introduced in October.

Korokoro, Naenae and two routes between Petone and Upper Hutt
will also have improved bus services before the system-wide changes
are introduced on 25 October, the Saturday of Labour Weekend.

The Greater Wellington Regional Council has been reviewing bus
services in the Hutt Valley since last year. People said they wanted
more convenient services with easier access to places like Petone,
better connections between buses and trains, better weekend services
and later buses.

“There’salot to do to put everything in place to deliver a convenient,
reliable, easy-to-use bus service. This includes new bus stops,
preparing new buses and training and recruiting new drivers,” says
Greater Wellington Transport Service Design Manager Anthony
Cross.

Greater Wellington had hoped the changes could be made by June
2003, but most of the changes will not now happen until Labour
Weekend.

“The public feedback told us the state of bus services needed a great
deal of improvement. We've had to look at every aspect of existing
services and essentially design a new service from the ground up. It's
worth taking the time to do this properly and ensure we've got a
modem public transport service that will see us well into the 21st
century,” Mr Cross says.

Meanwhile, changes to some services will be made. The Maungaraki
timetable has been updated to provide a better service for commuters
in the early morning. The 54 Korokoro bus route will have a new
timetable from 21 July with improved times for commuters and
school students, including a new commuter trip to and from Lower
Hutt. On this route, school-day only bus trips will now run al year
round to provide improved access to Petone and Lower Hultt.

Stokes Valley and Naenae will have a new bus route from 21 July -
121 Valley Heights. This will cover Holborn, Korau Park and Robson
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Street within Stokes Valley, as well as Naenae, and improve access to
the Hutt Hospital, Queensgate and workplaces on the Eastern Hutt
Road.

In August, three extra peak time buses will be added to the route 2
and 4 service between Petone and Upper Hutt to improve reliability.

The major changes to the Hutt Valley bus network will be introduced

on 25 October with core E-minute bus routes between Upper Huitt,
Stokes Valey and Naenae.

Information on the changes will be sent to affected households next
week.
