A groundbreaking road safety video amd educstion resource has heen
developed for Kohanga Reo in the Kapiti and Porinua regions.

The project is the result of eighteen mineihs of planming and courdination
aros & namber of agencies including Begional Public Health (5jwry
Frevenciomn Team, Kapltl and Parirua foai safely coonldinalors amd Kohanga
Riew from Kapiti and Porirua.

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Flying high over Kapiti for road safety

Kapiti's road safety coordinator Sue Johnson has her
feet firmly on the groand most days but she took to the
skies recently for a bind's eye view of one of the district's
mosi karardous intersections.

Suwe says her two years &5 road safety coondinator on the
Kapiti Coast has been challenging and falfilling with a
variety of community road safety projects and inftiatives
completed and ongoing.

“My job is just part of a hage inter-agency effort with
cooperation &nd suppon from Police, the LTSA, ACC, health
awtharities and the Kapiti District Coancil. The mad safety
praject with the Paraparaamu Eohanga Reo, featured in this
Sirait Road, is & lving example of this teamwork and
cooperalion in action.”

Siwe’s focus Is communbty education in all matters relating
to road use and road safety, Her area of responsibility
exiends from Packakariki throagh to Oiaki,

“Because our area Is hisected by one of the busiest
sections of State Highway One we have some very
challenging safety Issues particularly at the intersections
croasing the State highway, The intersection at Paskakariki
has been & recent focus In our ongoing intersection
campakgn. It was ineresting to view this trouble spot from
the air and see first hand how drivers react.”

Intersection accldemts are relatively high in the Kapiti
area and account for a third of injury sccidents. Kapiti's
intersection crash level is higher than similar authorities in
btk wrban and rural situstions,

Sue says driver education is part of the intersection
campakgn highlighting problem intersections and mising
diriver awareness 1o signalling, correct lane e and merging
inte apcoming raffic. “The police look after the enforcement
sitle of the campalgn ensuring drivers comply with all aspects
of read use. The read cagineers take care of the design and
spectal featunes of any intersection sach as visibility by
surveying traffic behaviour. Recent road alignment

Initiative for older drivers

Az well as the State highway, Kapiti District has some
unique demographics with ane of the largest populations
of older people.

Suwe Johnson, with the belp of the LTSA and other
Incal agencies, initiated an education resource calbed The
Positive Guide for Mature Drivers specifically 1o assist
Kapifi residents.  The resource has now been developed
fior use nationwide as the Pasitive Guide for Matire Road
Users. Both are ongoing projects and the booklets are
available from the LTSA and local suthorities,

“It is recognised that the ability of older people W
cope with the roading and driving emvironment reduces
with age. Eecovery from injury is also slower for alder
peaple.

Power helped us to achileve our goal of empowering older
drivers aml making them more aware of the driving
challenges that Kapitl District presents,” Swe said.

It"s ot unwsaal for Sue to hive up to six projects on
the go &t any one time - some being planned and |
developed and others in action or ongoing. Sue came to |
the road safety coordinators job from a background in
communlty education coordinating programmes and
teaching at Whitlea Community Polytechnic,

Swe s well placed for the Kapiti job.  She has been a
resbdent of the Eapitl Coast for many years.

“Locals are well aware of the dangers a busy State
highway brings and it's easier to target them with sabety
programmes and messages. 1's the thousands of people
travelling the kighway north and south every day which
are harder to resch,” Sue said.

When Mike Kennedy is asked fo give a talk about his work he sometimes takes along a box of hats. This is to
demonstrate the many jobs that he does in the Kalkours District and it leaves most people wondering if a 24-hour

day is long enough.

Safety Coordinator Mike Eennedy is
Kaikoura's Civil Defence Officer,
Principal Rural Fire (ifficer, Dangeroas
Gonds Imspector, and field rechaician
in charge of water momiloring. His
ather hats indude Homorary Fisheries
OfTicer fur the Ministry of Fisheries and
4 Launch Warden for Environment
Canterbury. He's alsp a rescue
crewmember with the Kalkours
Volunteer Cosstguand and a Kalkours
LandSAR member, He mainiains his
teaching skills as CBES boating
ciucstion tutor, where he runs Eadvel,
NE Day Skipper and Boatmaster
Coures,

And still theres more o Mike's
repertoire of skills amd mies, He's a
qualified instractor In NEMSC Owidosr
Eisk Managemeni, Arearms, hush crafl
and abseiling frequently conducting
courses (B all disciplines - mostly in
his. spane lime.

The guestion Mike then gets asked
iz “when do you have any spare Hme?™
The answer when Interviewsd for this
article was “around May 20050

Mike says while he is hasser than
hee would like, most of his work imvodves
coordination amd training people to
ensure any job be & responsihle for gets
dome professionally, on time and on
budget.

He's been wearing the Kaikours rosd
safety coprdinator's hat for abouwt 12
months and came into the job not
expecting il to be as fime consuming
as il is. “In part that’s because of
Kaikoaira™s location and there *s a lot of
time-consuming travel to attend
meeetings in Christchurch amd Blenheim

“There are saome particular road
safiety challenges in the Kaikoura region
and much of that is deue to the maore
than a million toarists that visit the area
annually, There are a lot of sccidents
imvelving oversess drivers and other
visitors largely caused by being
distracted by the seemeny.

“The makn stale highway down the
cnaxsl has some fantastic scenery but the
road reguires 110 percent driver
comcentratinn. [iriver fatigee is anotker
contritiuting cause of secldents and we
have worked with other agemcies in the
reglon to reduce this risk through an
education programmet providing travel
fatigee refneshment stops and gaidelines
to planning long joumeys. We have
an inter-regional fatigue group and
together we coordinate programmes
targeting drivers coming off the Picton
ferry with tips and refreshment stops
located right through to the south of
the South ksland,

“The regional speed programme is
anolher that is helping raise driver
awareness to particular hazards or
trouble spots and 1 have recemtly
completed Kalkoura's first ‘Safe with
Age’ course”, Mike sald,

He had o wear
his naral fire office hat an the same day
to deal with a mearhy bush fire,

“There's never a dull moment and
it's good to know that theres support
and shared programmes to tap into
among nearty road safery coordinaiors
and other community agencies.

“It's quite tough getting safety
messages acToss b0 motorists just
passing though. The three factors mest
commonly ientified in the accident
statistics are failing to take curves,
Tatigue and older drivers - and often
all three facions are combined,” Mike
said.

LATE NIGHT BUS POPULAR IN NELSON

Melson's newly introduced late night bus is proving a
hit with the young people who asked the authorities to
make ane avatlable to them ar weekends.

‘When introduced in November the late night service
came with the condition that *it was o be a use it or lowe
it service”

Nelson Road Saftey Coordinator Margaret Parfitt says
the service seems 1o be catering for more than the young
with several middle aged couples taking adwantage of It
a5 & safe and affordable way to travel home after a few
drinks.

In bte first four weekends the service catered for an
average of 50 people per night with a predicted increase
with university students returning home for the summer
holidays and secondary students finishing the school year,

The service was two years in the planning invalving
the Melson City Couneil, Tassan District Councdl, Health
Action and the Safer Community Council. Margaret says
it"s great to finally have it up and running and with such
good demand.

“When we were planning the chear message we got
from all levels of the community was that a cheap
transport operation was needed running lave isbo the night.

“The fare for a trip on the late bus is just $3. Tt also
has a major safety function both to support the ‘don’t
drink and drive” message and to provide safe ransport
home for people who might otherwise walk.

“Travellers need not worry about revellers on the late
bus. A Maord Warden will accompany the driver on the
service,” Margaret sald,

She says the early popularity of the service is good
news as the City Council considers extending the trial
Into the wimter months, People must suppaort it to make it
feasible to continue.

Kohanga Reo national championships earlier this year for the
second time. The songs were written by kaumstua Rakauoteora
Te Maipi who has also overseen the development of the video
and resournce,

Thee public bealth injury prevention team has a responsibility
o develop programemes on (njury prevention as (dentified by
Maaori. The Kohanga viden project carmies on Fram the socoessful
Maori car seat rental schemes and Safe Roates to School
programmes at primary schoal level.

Two of the keading canses of injury to Maor tamariki are
accidents while travelling unrestrained in vehicles and
pedestrian casualtics. This project continwes to build and
reinforce the importance of ‘buckling up” and ‘beeping safe in
and around our streets.

“The working team is confident that this i just the beginning
of many prajects and we will all continue to work together to
endorse and promote good road safety practices by mokopuna
and their whanau membsers in Eapiti and Porirua,” Monica said.
