At travel plan schools, changes in the students’
modes of travel are tracked through a week long
survey in which teachers record how students
travel to school. Follow-up surveys are repeated
yearly.

To date four schools have completed a follow-up
student mode survey.The Kapiti Coast District
Council's school travel plan coordinator, has
signed two new schools to the programme and
reinitiated active support for Kapiti's three other
travel plan schools. The Hutt City's school travel
plan coordinator launched two new travel plans in
the first term of this year and is carrying out
evaluation surveys in two other schools.

The Wellington Regions School Travel Plan
programme mascot kaka, Jack, has appeared in
the Hutt News, Active Download newsletter to all
schools, visited four schools and attended the
Creekfest Porirua community festival to promote
the programme.
