5.5.5 Regulation 52(1) – Notice  

Foresters are required to give the relevant regional council and territorial authority notice of 
forestry quarrying if the volume extracted exceeds 200m³ in a calendar year, which will 
generally be exceeded by most quarries. Determining whether notice is needed will require 
foresters to make an estimation of the likely extraction volume prior to beginning the activity 
and annually thereafter. It is important to consider the likely volume of material to be 
extracted in advance as Regulation 52(2)(a) requires notice to be provided at least 20 
working days before the date the forestry quarrying is planned to begin (but no more than 60 
working days).   
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
